Maintain steady but natural eye contact, sit upright with
shoulders back, and use hand gestures sparingly. Smile genuinely to appear approachable
and confident.

5. Build Rapport and Friendliness

Employers often hire people they feel comfortable with. Greet politely, show enthusiasm, and
balance professionalism with personality. Active listening and a friendly tone go a long way.

6. Answer Honestly and Confidently

Avoid exaggeration and speak clearly. Even if you don’t know an answer, stay calm and
explain how you would approach finding a solution. Confidence and honesty build trust.



7. Closing the Interview Strongly

Finish with impact. Ask insightful questions, summarize your value, and thank the interviewer
for the opportunity.

Send a thank-you email within 24 hours, expressing
gratitude and reinforcing enthusiasm. Reflect on your performance for future improvement.
